▪ Dark or Blue hat – No MLB logos

▪ Requested: Charcoal grey pants, black belt, black shoes 

o Equipment 

▪ You will need: 

• Ball Bag 

• Brush 

• Indicator 

▪ OHYSA supplied/shared Equipment 

• Location of Gear 

o M1 Blue Bin  (Mustang 1, Bronco, Pony fields) 

o SB Annex Blue Bin  (Mustang 2, Softball 1 fields) 

▪ Get your own set (Mask, CP, SG, Bag/brush/indicator)

o No Cell phone usage on the field 

o Rule Set

• Umpire Responsibilities 

o Arrive before scheduled game time 

▪ If you are on the field at game time, you are late! 

• Arrive 15-30 minutes before scheduled time 

▪ Plate meeting 5 min prior to game time 

▪ Make sure you have enough time to put on gear 

o Priorities 

▪ Ball/Strike 

▪ Fair/Foul 

▪ Catch/No Catch 

▪ Safe/Out 

▪ Everything else (Obstruction, Interference, Missed base, etc) 

o Angle over Distance 

▪ Be in the right place on the field to see the play 

o Chest to Ball 

▪ Always know where the ball is.  

▪ Don’t turn your back on the ball. 

o Head steady 

▪ Movement will cause poor judgement 

▪ Be stopped to see the play 

▪ Square up to the play 

o See It/ Call It/ Signal 

▪ When does the play end? 

• Points of Emphasis 

o No Cell phone usage on the field

▪ No Texting, Emailing, Instagram, &c. 

▪ Can be used for game timer 

o Between Innings 

▪ Hustle the team into the field 

• Pitcher and Catcher 

▪ Drink Water 

▪ Count warm-up pitches  

• Limit if team not ready to take the field 

▪ No more than 90 seconds! 

o Putting the ball in play 

▪ What conditions cause a dead ball?
